Melvin Lee Spearman, 71, of Locust Grove, husband of Tanya Jeanne
Samuels Spearman, died Wednesday, December 28, 2022 at his home. 

 

Born in Manhattan, NY, October 28, 1951, he was a son of the late James C.
and Mary Bivins Spearman. He was a 1969 graduate of St. Francis Lewis
High School in Queens, NY and also attended Queens College. He worked for
New York Telephone Company which brought he and his wife to Atlanta in
1978. Mr. Spearman had also begun a career as a Disc Jockey while in New
York being known as “DJ Black Rabbeye” and became even more successful
in Atlanta where he started working with the Music Network. He became Bio-
Community Television Producer of Prime Cable, Channel 12 for the Art of
Breakdancing, a five-part series which starred The Mega Force Dance Group,
featuring his son Jemel (known as “Baby Legs”). A music promoter, he was
honored in the Atlanta Magazine in 2000 in “Spreading the Gospel of Music”.
In addition, he retired from Loomis where he was an Armed Security Guard.
Mr. Spearman was President of the Glen/Enclave Community Homeowners
Association.
